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Memorandum of Understanding
Between
AlL-Baath University — Homs, Syria

And Ingenieurkammer Sachsen-Anhalt — Germany

Represented by its president, Dipl.-Ing. Jorg Herrmann

On the basis of mutual desire in promoting friendship relations and mutual cooperation between the two parties, AL-
Baath University and the Engineering Union has agreed upon this MoU which includes the following items:

First Article:

Joint work in the field of performing different projects of mutual interest.

Second Article:

Joint work in the field of research development especially in the field of using modern techniques in building and projects of

mutual interest.
Third Article:

Cooperation in the applied fields such as exchanging visits at the aim of delivering tectures in the different subjects especially
that concern high-level techniques for solving architectural and environmental problems in addition to developing the

infrastructure,
Forth Ariicle:

1. The exchange of long term visits for professors at the aim of conducting scientific researches, lecturing and attending

training courses.

2. The exchange of the technical body members at the aim of deepening practical expertise according to the availability

of rules of each party.

Fifth Article:

The exchange of scientific activities through the exchange of invitations to participate in the conferences, scientific seminars,
workshops and other kind of activities.




Sixth Article:

The Engineering Union will ensure opportunities of applied practical training for a number of Al-Baath University pioneer
students.

Seventh Article: the Executive Program

The two parties will set up and sign an executive program after the signature of this MoU.

Eighth Article: Financial provisions
1. The delegating side covers the travel costs of its delegations.
2. The hosting side covers accommodation costs according to the available financial possibilities.
3. The coverage of long-term visits costs will be agreed upon via formal correspondence.

4. The coverage of costs due to the participation in Conferences or scientific seminars will be agreed upon via formal

correspondence.
Ninth Article: MoU Validity
1. This MoU is considered effective since its signature by both parties and according to the prevailing rules of each party.

2. The period of this MOU is Five years and it is renewed spontaneously unless it is terminated in writing by either party
at three-month notice of its expiration date.

3. The termination should never affect the joint projects running on the basis of the executive program. Such a project
should last working to the end.

4. Each party helps in ensuring required approvals for guests from another party according to the need and possibilities.
5. This MoU is to be amended after discussions between the two parties.

6. Any conflict in the ideas or explanations of this MoU should be solved by convenient and peaceful ways for each

party.

7. This MoU is compiled and signed in Homs on 5/ 10 /2009, in two legally equal copies in English & Arabic.
