To enhance their cooperation, the Al-Baath University and the University of Hannover agree
to work together in all fields of mutualinterest in teaching, research and continuing education,
according to the culture agreement between Germany and Syria. Departments of both
universities who wish to participate in the cooperation will define and agree upon the various
activities and measures in individual agreements that are part of this contract and that will be

evaluated every two years by the departments in charge.

Within the framework of this contract, possible activities and measures are e. g.

- the exchange of

* teaching staff for up to one year or short term intensive programmes,

* studenis for intensive programmes, study courses on undergraduate or graduate level

and short term internships,

¢ information materials and publications.

Visiting scientists will be given a workplace and the necessary equipment, the classes of

guest lecturers will be included in the curriculum of the receiving institution.

Students will be enroled according to their academic record and credits they earn at the

receiving institution will be mutually recognized. For the subjects involved, both parties intend

to reach compatibility of their curricula and exams.




The receiving institution will help staff and students to find suitable accomodation and support

their academic, social and cultural integration.

Both parties will develop joint teaching or research projects and apply forappropriate funds of

national or international institutions. If both parties agree, additional partners could also

participate in the projects.
