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Memorandum of Scientific Cooperation
Between
AlL-Baath University in Syrian Arab Republic
&
Mardin Artukiu University in Turkey

AL-Baath University, the Syrian Arab Republic, and Mardin Artukiu University, the Turkish Republic,
hereby mentioned as (the parties),

On the basis of the mutual desire of the above mentioned parties to enhance the mutual scientific
cooperation between them, and implementing the desire of the governments of the two countries in
developing these relationships to reach a developed distinguished stage that reflects beneficial results
to both parties, taking into consideration the agreements already signed between the two parties’
responsible sides in the field of higher education and scientific research;

The parties have agreed on this Memorandum which includes the following items:

First: joint scientific work.

Both parties have the right to found new scientific degrees(Diploma of disciplinary and
qualification, Master of disciplinary and qualification, Master, PhD); system of study and the
conditions of student’s admission and registration will be determined according to the
prevailing rules and regulations of each party.

Exchanging documents and information that serves the scientific research and higher
education program.

Both parties cooperate in conducting joint scientific research.

Both parties exchange invitations to participate in conferences, symposiums,
workshops, scientific activities and other activities held in both parties.

Exchanging the regulars and the rules of high studies in both parties.

each party informs the other about current and future scientific subjects and scopes

Exchanging documents, publications, periodicals and books of each party.

The possibility of cooperation in the programs of Capacity Building.

Second: The exchange of scientific visits:

1.

Exchange of {short-term and long term) visits of academic and research staff members,
students and postgraduates at the aim training, acquaintance, lecturing and spending a period
of scientific research mission. The visit's duration will be determined by correspondence.
Undergraduate and postgraduate students of different areas of specifications exchange at the
aim of benefiting available scientific & technical possibilities of the other party such as training
and conducting scientific researches.

Exchanging teaching staff members of both parties for one renewable year, due to an accord
between the two parties according to the prevailing regulations of each party.




Third:

Financial conditions:

The delegating side defrays the travel costs while the hosting side defrays the accommodation
and inner transport for short-term visits (up to one week).

By official correspondence shall be agreed upon the defrayment of the costs of any other
activities including holding joint academic activities.

Forth: general provisions:

1.

This Memorandum has signed at the aim of enhancing and developing the cooperation
between the two parties and it doesn't form an eligible agreement to any party under the
International Law. Any item of this Memorandum will not be interpreted or implemented in a
way that leads to legal rights or eligibilities to any of the governments of the two parties.

The agreement is considered effective for 5 years from the date of its signature by the
concerned authorities in both parties in accordance with the prevailing regulations of each
party.

Once the Memorandum enters the phase of implementation, the two parties shalf agree upon
periodic executing programs to implement the different items of this Memorandum

it is renewed spontaneously unless it is terminated by either party at six- months notice in
writing.

Both parties amend or change or add to the items of this Memorandum after discussing and
agreeing upon it by official manners and will be effective after ratification by the two parties
due to executive procedures determined by the concerned academic boards. These changes
shall be considered lately an origin integral part of this Memorandum.

The termination of this Memorandum doesn't affect in any case neither the situation of the
students studying in the other party nor the agreed and outstanding projects; but they are
considered effective until they performed.

The Memorandum is compiled and signed in Latakia, Syria on --/--/2010 in three origin equal legal
copies in Turkish, Arabic & English. In case of differences the English version will be valid
