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Agreement of Cooperation
Between
Al-Baath University in Syrian Arab Republic
&
Izhevsk State Technical University in Russia

Desiring to enhance the scientific cooperation relations between the above-mentioned
two Universities and in accordance with the cultural agreement between our two countries,
Al- Baath University in Syrian Arab Republic and Izhevsk State Technical University

in Russia have agreed on this agreement which includes the following items:

First: The exchange of visits:

1-1 Exchange of short-term visits of academic and research staff members, students and
postgraduates for training, acquaintance and lecturing.

The duration: up to 2 weeks.

1-2- Exchange of long-term visits of academic and research staff members for conducting

scientific, research, training etc.

1-3- Exchanging the teaching staff of both Universities due to prevailing regulations of each

University.

1-4- Students and postgraduates exchange for training, probation and conducting scientific

researches .

Second: Exchange the Academic Activities:

2-1-Both parties exchange invitations to participate in conferences, symposiums,
workshops, scientific activities and other meetings held in both Universities.
2-2- Both parties cooperate in the following :
a- Joint supervision of postgraduate students.

b- Conducting joint scientific research.




c- Establishing scientific research centers of mutual interest.

d- Encouraging the cooperation in different scientific activities by mutual consent between
the two parties.

e- Defining some academic places to students of both Universities to proceed with their )
higher studies in available specialization of each University according to own prevailing
laws and regulations.

f- Scientific supervision of delegated students and postgraduates and rendering them social
and health support according to prevailing regulations.

I- To establish training and acquaintance courses for Al-Baath University lecturers in

Russia and for ISTU lecturers in Syria.

Third: Exchange of scientific publications:

3-1- Both parties exchange publications, prospectuses and periodicals issued by both parties.
3-2- Both parties mutually contribute to scientific publication in magazines and scientific
prospectuses issued by both Universities.

3-3- Cooperation in the field of working out and translation of joint textbooks, monographs

and tutorials.

Fourth: Executive Program:

4-1 After signing the agreement both Universities sign an executive program in which the
parties define on mutual consent the tends of joint research work, dates and conditions
of the exchanges of visits, give a list of specific events (participation in the conferences,
writing textbooks ...etc.)

4-2 A coordinator will be stated form each side .




Fifth: Financial conditions:

5-1- The delegating side defrays travel costs.

5-2- The hosting side defrays the accommodation, local transport and food costs for short-
term visits. ‘

5-3- By official correspondence shall be agreed on the defrayment of accommodation costs for
long- term visits.

5-4-By official correspondence shall be agreed on the defrayment of all costs of invitations to

participate in academic activities and others.

sixth: The validity of agreement:

6-1- The agreement is considered effective from the date of its signing by the concerned
authorities in both parties in accordance with prevailing regulations of each party.

6-2- The duration of this agreement is 5 years, it is renewed spontaneously unless it is
terminated by either party at three- month notice in writing.

6-3- Both Universities apply the items of this agreement due to executive procedure determined
by the concerned academic boards.

6-4- The agreement is compiled and signed in Izhevsk on feb,21,2003 in two copies in

English.
